INSTITUTIONAL CRITERIA FOR MEMBERSHIP ON THE GRADUATE FACULTY

Members of the graduate faculty ordinarily (a) possess a terminal degree in the teaching
discipline or a related discipline from an institution accredited by a recognized accrediting
agency, (b) demonstrate evidence of currency in the literature of the discipline, (c) are effective
educators at the graduate level, and/or (d) are consistently active in scholarly and/or creative
accomplishments. One or more of these criteria may be waived with approval of the dean in
